Endeavors During 2007-2008:

 • McAuley artists had work exhibited at five galleries.

 • McAuley’s Vocal Ensemble, together with LaSalle High   
  School’s Vocal Ensemble, won seven awards, including  
  the Gold Award in Show Choir Division, at the Heritage  
  Music Festival in Chicago.

 • One senior received a Cappie Award for 
  outstanding dance.

 • One student traveled to Austria to play violin 
  with the Vienna Orchestra.

 • Two seniors had leading roles in three area 
  community theater productions.

 • Two students won cash prizes in separate poetry contests.

 • McAuley began a traveling science show, visiting
  area elementary schools to teach and demonstrate 
  scientific principles.

 • The Women in Medicine Program was a huge success
  in  its inaugural year, and was awarded a $100,000 
  grant by the Charlotte R. Schmidlapp Fund, Fifth Third  
  Bank, Trustee.

 • Two seniors received YMCA Character Awards, and one  
  senior was a finalist for the Anthony Munoz Foundation  
  Straight “A” Award.

 • McAuley’s Vocal Ensemble sang the National Anthem 
  at a Cincinnati Reds game.

 • Over 26,000 hours of service to the community, city, 
  and world, were completed by McAuley students.

 • McAuley had two All-Americans, in bowling and volleyball.

 • The Bowling Team earned fifth place in the state, and were league 
  and sectional champions. The bowling coach was the Cincinnati   
  Enquirer Coach of the Year.

 • The golf team was league champion and district qualifier.
  The coach was the GGCL Coach of the Year.

 • The volleyball team was the sectional champion and district runner-up.

 • A swimmer placed 12th and 13th at the state swim meet.

 • A runner was named GGCL Runner of the Year in Track and Field.

 • Five seniors committed to play sports at the collegiate level.

 • McAuley athletes garnered 58 GGCL and other awards, including 
  Bowler of the Year by Women is Sport, and Cincinnati Enquirer
  Bowler of the Year.
